Addendum at the following numbers:-
At 1) & 4)Medical Specialist & Paediatrician -  Procedures include L.P., Pleural tap, Ascitic tap, Bone marrow aspiration, Liver biopsy, TMT, Holter, Dialyis etc. Admissions are split into admissions through OPD, Emergency and Critical Care.

At 2)
Surgical Specialist -  Major surgeries when user Operation Charges are Rs. 375/- and above. Major Surgeries to include surgeries through Emergency, Elective, Laproscopic and Special Surgeries. 
At 3)
Gynaecologist – Deliveries include Normal & LSCS. Major surgeries include Hysterectomy, Tumor removals etc.

Minor procedures include MTP, D&C, Endometrial biopsy, Cervical stitch/ encirclage, Hysteroscopy, Colposcopy etc.

LSCS not to be included in Major Surgery. 

PAP Smear not to be included in Minor Procedures.

At 4)
Paediatrician – Admissions include New Born admissions & Other admissions. Minor Procedures include Emergency & Elective.
At 5)
Orthopaedician -
Major Surgeries include Internal fixations, Trauma cases and cases where Rs. 375/-  is charged from the patient or C-arm is used, Deformities correction eg CTEV, Tumor removals etc. Minor procedures include I & D, Local Joint Infiltrations etc.

At 6)
Ophthalmologist - 
Cataract include Conventional cases& Phaco cases. Major surgeries include Glaucoma, Squint, Trauma, Retinal surgeries etc.

Minor procedures include chalazions, I&D, pterygium, Syringing & Probing, F.B. removal etc.

At 7)
ENT -
Major surgeries include septoplasty, polypectomy, nasal fracture reductions, tonsillectomy, adenoidectomy, turbinectomy, myringoplasty etc. Major Surgeries to be split into Group 1 (Tonsil, Adenoids & SMR) and Group 2 (Mastoid, Thyroid & Middle Ear).

Minor surgeries include F.B. removal, biopsies, I & D, cauterization, trauma, audiometry, lobuloplasty, epistaxis packing etc.

At 8) Dermatologist – Minor procedures include cauterization, skin biopsy, patch test (allergy), scraping for Corns etc.

At 9) Chest & TB -   OPD & admissions include T.B and Other Chest cases.
At 10)
Blood Bank -  Component separation currently done at DH Hoshiarpur, DH Ludhiana, DH Ferozepur, DH Jalandhar, DH Ropar, SDH Pathankot,  DH Bathinda.

At 11)
Radiologist -  X-ray excluding Medical examinations and MLC cases.

At 12)
Lab unit -  All the laboratory tests should be excluding Medical Examinations & MLC. The Microbiology tests include Blood/ Urine Culture, ZN staining, Fungal staining. Biochemistry tests include total lipid profile, serum electrolytes, LFT, RFT, Ca & P Levels, RA Factor, Mantoux test & CSF. The Pathologist test include PAP Smear, PBF, FNAC.

Anaesthetist – Special procedures include regional blocks (eg. Brachial plexus), nerve blocks (eg. Trigeminal, intercostal), epidural Anaesthesia.
